Solemnity of St. Hannibal Mary di Francia

Born in Messina (1851 -1927), Hannibal Mary Di Francia was ordained a priest
on March 16, 1878. He dedicated himself to the moral and spiritual redemption
of the Avignone District and founded the Anthonian Orphanages (1882-1883) for
girls and for boys, and the religious Congregations of the Daughters of Divine Zeal
(March 19, 1887) and of the Rogationists of the Heart of Jesus (May 16 1897). He
intuited since his adolescence the necessity of the prayer for vocations and worked
with every means for the propagation of the command of Jesus: “The barvest is
abundant but the laborers are few; so ask the master of the barvest to send out laborers
for bis harvest.” (Mt 9:37-38; Lk 10:2). He is renowned as “true father of the orphans
and of the poor” and as “authentic precursor and zealous teacher of the modern pasto-
ral care for vocations’.
